WHEREAS, With its thriving sense of community, attractive opportunities, and outstanding schools, Lindale continues to be a treasured asset of the Lone Star State, and it is a pleasure to pay tribute to this unique town and its forward-looking citizenry; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the residents of Lindale on the occasion of the city's centennial celebration and extend to them sincere best wishes for a memorable observance.
