WHEREAS, Through his unfaltering devotion to duty, honor, and this nation, Jeremiah Leibowitz embodies the highest ideals of the U.S. armed forces, and it is indeed a privilege to honor him at this time; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby commend U.S. Marine First Lieutenant Jeremiah Leibowitz for his steadfast service during Operation Iraqi Freedom and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
