WHEREAS, Americans owe a profound debt of gratitude to this courageous young man and to all of the country's military personnel, for they are called on to bear great, often unimaginable, burdens, and they render service and sacrifice that are truly beyond measure; and
WHEREAS, Through his unfaltering devotion to duty, honor, and this nation, Jeremiah Leibowitz embodies the highest ideals of the U.S. armed forces, and it is indeed a privilege to honor him at this time; now, therefore, be it
