WHEREAS, His steadfast work ethic and uncomplaining nature carried him through even the toughest of times, and in holding fast to his own ideals, Ramiro Bourbois set an example of integrity that will continue to burn brightly in the hearts of all those who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it
