WHEREAS, The company also recognizes outstanding public school teachers, principals, and their schools through the Excellence in Education Awards, providing more than $400,000 in grants and prizes; and
WHEREAS, Since its founding, H-E-B has been a generous donor to the communities it serves, and its host of worthy programs have contributed significantly to the well-being of many Del Rio residents; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby honor H-E-B in Del Rio for its outstanding corporate citizenship and extend to all its employees and management sincere wishes for the future; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for the Del Rio H-E-B as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
