WHEREAS, Mr. Escalera's service to his country both in and out of uniform has set an inspiring example of engaged citizenship, and he is truly deserving of our admiration and appreciation; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 79th Texas Legislature hereby honor Albert David Escalera on his many contributions to his profession and to his country and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
