WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to recognize Jack Hinton, who is being honored by the Texas Bankers Association at its annual convention on May 13, 2005; and
WHEREAS, During a luncheon at its annual convention, the Texas Bankers Association recognizes bankers who have devoted 50 or more years of service to the banking industry; and
