BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
SECTION 1. Section 88.001(4), Civil Practice and Remedies
Code, is amended to read as follows:

(4) "Health care provider" means a person or entity as

defined in Section 74.001 [+=O034a){3)+—Medicat—Tiability—and
+asurance tRorovemest Aot of Yexas Avtiele 45004 Veyooals Yayas
Civil-Statutes)].

SECTION 2. Section 88.002(k), Civil Practice and Remedies
Code, is amended to read as follows:

(k) An enrollee who files an action under this chapter shall
comply with the requirements of Section 74.351 [+3-O0+—Medicalt
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atytes),] as it relates to [ecost—bondss

deposits,—and] expert reports.
SECTION 3. This Act applies only to a cause of action that

accrues on or after the effective date of this Act. An action that
accrued before the effective date of this Act is governed by the law
applicable to the action immediately before the effective date of
this Act, and that law is continued in effect for that purpose.

SECTION 4. This Act takes effect September 1, 2005.
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
