WHEREAS, Judge Jones has made lasting and meaningful contributions to the judicial system of the Lone Star State, and it is indeed a pleasure to join with members of the legal community and residents of West Texas in honoring this esteemed jurist for his outstanding public service; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby commend the Honorable Brock Jones for his exceptional tenure as judge of the 112th State District Court of Texas and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
