WHEREAS, Dr. Griffin is a registered professional engineer in Maryland and California, as well as a member of the Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers, the National Academy of Engineering, the International Academy of Astronautics, and other esteemed organizations; moreover, he is a recipient of the NASA Exceptional Achievement Medal and the Department of Defense Distinguished Public Service Medal, the highest honor awarded to a non-governmental employee; and
WHEREAS, In all of his pursuits, Dr. Griffin has demonstrated exceptional ability and steadfast dedication, and these qualities have been a great asset in his commendable efforts as NASA Administrator; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby honor Dr. Michael D. Griffin for his superlative achievements as NASA Administrator and extend best wishes to him for continued success; and, be it further
