WHEREAS, The first African American selected for the Texas Teacher of the Year award since its inception, Dana Kristin Boyd will represent the Lone Star State in the National Teacher of the Year competition; committed, compassionate, and dedicated, Ms. Boyd is an exemplary member of her profession and an outstanding role model for her students; now, therefore, be it
