WHEREAS, By promoting the value of environmental conservation and the need for personal responsibility at the local level, the soil and water conservation districts have had a positive and lasting impact throughout our state; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby recognize March 8, 2007, as Soil and Water Conservation District Day and commend the men and women who dedicate themselves to safeguarding our natural resources.
