WHEREAS, The maturity, dedication, and spirit that the Gold Award recipients exhibit in pursuit of their goals truly exemplify the noblest ideals of the Girl Scout program, and each of these young women merits special recognition for her individual achievements and larger contributions to the State of Texas; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby honor the 2007 Girl Scout Gold Award recipients and commend them for their success in going for the gold.
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
