WHEREAS, No stranger to receiving accolades from her professional community, she won the award for Austin Elementary School Teacher of the Year in 1990 and 1992, and her original poem, "Technology and Schools," was published in The Luminary in 1996; she has made presentations at several educational technology conferences and is a member of the TCEA and a lifetime member of the Texas State Teachers Association; and
WHEREAS, The excitement and innovation that Ms. Exum exhibits in her profession are truly noteworthy, and she indeed merits special recognition for her achievements and her devotion to high-quality education in Pecos area schools; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby honor Jodi Exum for being named the 2007 TCEA Technology Administrator of the Year and extend to her best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
