WHEREAS, A gifted sculptor, Mr. Hext worked primarily with wood, but he was also known for the metal "cowboy" sculptures that grace various locations throughout Alpine, including the front of the city's chamber of commerce office; and
WHEREAS, Bob Hext was a man of tremendous talent who distinguished himself as an artist, an international scholar, and an innovative professor at Sul Ross, and his remarkable life is indeed worthy of praise; now, therefore, be it
