WHEREAS, Mrs. White was awarded a host of accolades for her contributions to her community; named Woman of the Year by Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Inc., she also earned the Christian Service Award, Sojourner Truth Award, and Trailblazer, Ombudswoman, and Charter Member Awards from the South Dallas Business and Professional Women's Club, Inc.; and
WHEREAS, Those fortunate enough to have known Mabel White will remember a dynamic woman whose faith and dedication to others made a positive difference in the lives of countless individuals; now, therefore, be it
