WHEREAS, Her accolades reflect the high esteem in which she is held in the African American community; Ms. Anderson has been honored by the Houston Area Urban League, Inc., the Delta Gamma Foundation, and Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Inc., and she has received a 2007 MLK Keeping the Dream Alive Award from the Martin Luther King Foundation; and
WHEREAS, In addition to achieving outstanding success in her professional life, Lauren Anderson is a devoted wife and mother; she is married to jazz saxophonist Kyle Turner and is the proud parent of Lawrence Bell Fitzgerald Turner; and
WHEREAS, An integral member of Houston Ballet, Ms. Anderson will continue to promote classical dance in the Houston area through her new position as an outreach coordinator with the company; and
WHEREAS, Lauren Anderson's stellar career is a testament to her great talent, endless hard work, and profound commitment to her art, and through her exhilarating performances she has brought joy to countless audiences at home and abroad; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby honor Lauren Anderson on the occasion of her retirement as a principal dancer with Houston Ballet and extend to her sincere best wishes for good fortune and happiness in all her future endeavors; and, be it further
