RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 80th Texas Legislature hereby recognize the members of the State Firemen's and Fire Marshals' Association of Texas and honor them for their continuing work in behalf of the firefighters of the Lone Star State; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for the association as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
