WHEREAS, Philip Mahl established an impressive career in the culinary arts that began in Austin, with his affiliation with Siena Ristorante Toscano; in 2001, he traveled to Lyon, France, to attend L'Institut Paul Bocuse, Hôtellerie et Arts Culinaires, graduating in 2003 with a degree in culinary arts and restaurant management; that same year, he was part of the Bocuse d'Or, an international culinary competition in which he assisted the USA team; this talented, high-energy individual earned respect for his work in historic, prestigious kitchens both at home and abroad, including restaurants located in Paris and Vienne, France; Boston, Massachusetts; McLean, Virginia; and New York City and East Hampton, New York; and
WHEREAS, Although deeply saddened by his death, his loved ones may take some comfort in the many happy times spent in his company and treasure their memories of this accomplished young man; now, therefore, be it
