WHEREAS, After returning to civilian life, Jose Alarcon worked for 35 years at the White Sands Missile Range, where he was employed as a heavy equipment diesel mechanic; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Alarcon and his beloved wife, Virginia, shared a rewarding union of 58 years until her passing in 2006; deeply devoted to their family, they set an exemplary model of citizenship for their children, grandchildren, and great-grandchildren, a large circle in whom they took great pride and joy; like his wife, Mr. Alarcon was a valued member of San Lorenzo Catholic Church; and
WHEREAS, Those fortunate enough to have shared in the friendship and love of Jose Alarcon will long miss this esteemed and courageous gentleman, and the memory of his life and dedication to his family and his country will forever occupy a treasured place in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
