WHEREAS, Larry Robertson concludes an exemplary and highly successful decade-long tenure as mayor of the city of Quitman in 2007; and
WHEREAS, A retired lawman, Mayor Robertson was elected to the city council in 1991 and quickly gained the respect and admiration of his fellow council members and his constituents; he began his tenure as mayor in 1997; and
WHEREAS, During his years in office, Mayor Robertson implemented and oversaw numerous projects that have benefited the Quitman community, including the reconstruction and enlargement of the city's sewer plant, the addition of extended area phone service in the community, and the renovation of the local water plant; he also successfully promoted a half-cent sales tax increase to create additional revenue for the city; and
