WHEREAS, Following his retirement from the Border Patrol, Mr. Richardson continued to give of his time and talents to the betterment of his community; as the director of Del Rio International Airport, he was highly instrumental in securing financial support for its expansion and for the improvement of its services; in addition, his work as a grant writer for the City of Del Rio enabled the acquisition of funding for numerous beneficial projects, including a new fire station and a baseball and soccer complex; and
WHEREAS, Known for his wit, tenacity, and professionalism, Jack Richardson built a life that was remarkably rich in accomplishments and meaningful service to others; although he will be deeply missed, he will always be remembered with the greatest respect and admiration; now, therefore, be it
