WHEREAS, As the Official Band of the City of Austin, the Austin Symphonic Band has served as a cultural ambassador for the city in San Antonio, Dallas, New Orleans, Seattle, and Chicago, and it has performed at the conferences of such prestigious organizations as the National Band Association, the Texas Bandmasters Association, the Texas Music Educators, and the American Bandmasters Association; and
WHEREAS, The band's several honors and awards include the 1993 Silver Scroll Award from the John Philip Sousa Foundation and a rare third invitation to perform at the Mid-West International Band and Orchestra Clinic in Chicago in December 2007; and
WHEREAS, The Austin Symphonic Band is one of Austin's cultural treasures, its volunteers sharing their talent and their love of music with the citizens of Austin and with delighted audiences across Texas and the nation, and the band's 25th anniversary is an appropriate occasion to take note of this fine organization; now, therefore, be it
