WHEREAS, Her substantial contributions have earned Mrs. Alcala the Distinguished Public Service Award from the governor of New Mexico, the California Hispanic Woman of the Year Award  from the Mexican American Opportunity Foundation, the Woman of the Year Award from the National Council of Hispanic Women, and the Yellow Rose of Texas Award from former Texas Governor George W. Bush; additionally, she has been featured on the cover of Hispanic Times magazine; and
WHEREAS, A proud mother, committed advocate, and notable community leader, Dora Alcala has worked to improve the quality of life for her fellow citizens, and her efforts have produced results of lasting benefit to countless Texans; now, therefore, be it
