Hughes Research Fellowship in Texas History in honor of her 89th birthday and her 50th year as a resident of the Lone Star State; in addition, a scholarship was created in her name at Canisius High School in Buffalo, New York; and
WHEREAS, Mary Hughes was an active and vital woman who took great joy in traveling to Alaska, Hawaii, and other destinations, reading, and following sports; her long and fruitful life was an inspiration to her family and to the many friends she made through the years, and she will be fondly remembered and deeply missed; now, therefore, be it
