WHEREAS, The Texas child support program was also commended for the number of initiatives it has developed to maintain quality and consistency; these include the Employer One-Stop, a website that provides a single location for employers to obtain information and perform child support-related functions, the child support review process, which allows parents to negotiate child support orders without going to court, and early intervention and monitoring, an automated process for tracking payments on new cases; and
WHEREAS, In addition, the Child Support Division surveys constituents to determine its effectiveness in providing services, and local offices are actively engaged with their communities; and
WHEREAS, Offering invaluable services for single parents and their children, the Texas Attorney General's Office--Child Support Division makes a significant difference in the lives of Texas families, and this award justly acknowledges the program's impressive achievements; now, therefore, be it
