WHEREAS, She was an esteemed educator and taught English and mathematics in the Sweeny and Houston Independent School Districts for over 40 years; and
WHEREAS, An exemplary citizen, Mrs. Alliniece was respected in the community for her many accomplishments; she served as a life member of Zeta Phi Beta Sorority, Incorporated, and was active in the Interfaith Ministries Food Pantry, the Retired Teachers Association, and the Houston League of Business and Professional Women, Incorporated; and
WHEREAS, A devout Christian, she practiced her faith in her daily life; she was a longtime member of Greater Zion Missionary Baptist Church, where she served as Mission II president for over 35 years and was a dedicated chair of the Reverend M. L. Price Scholarship Committee; and
WHEREAS, Mrs. Alliniece was an inspiration to those who knew her, and although she will be deeply missed by her family and many friends, her spirit will abide in their hearts for years to come; now, therefore, be it
