WHEREAS, Chief Day assumed many positions of responsibility during his naval career; he served as petty officer-in-charge of the Naval Communications Station Command Color Guard in Scotland, was hand-picked to serve as an Enlisted Aide to the Commander in Chief, served as a Chief of Protocol Administration, served as Senior Naval Representative and Unit Commander for the United States Naval and Marine Corps Element in Izmir, Turkey, and brought his wealth of talents to many other vital postings; and
WHEREAS, Chief Day volunteered for Operation Iraqi Freedom and served with the Coalition Provisional Authority in Baghdad, Iraq; and
