WHEREAS, Throughout his career with the criminal justice department, Nathaniel Quarterman has brought to his responsibilities a steadfast commitment to excellence, adhering to the highest standards of correctional practice, and his outstanding leadership has greatly benefited the Correctional Institutions Division; he may indeed reflect with pride on his achievements as he prepares to embark on an exciting new chapter in his life; now, therefore, be it
