WHEREAS, Passionate about education, Mr. Peacock taught chemistry at Tarleton State University and Texas A&M University before returning to Mineola in the mid-1950s; he spent years on the Mineola ISD Board of Trustees leaving a legacy that continues to enrich the lives of area students; Mr. Peacock spent his later years reading to children at the local library, instilling in them a passion for reading and learning; and
WHEREAS, Truly a blessing to his community, Dan Peacock received countless awards during his life, being named by the Mineola Chamber of Commerce as Man of the Year in 1960, Humanitarian of the Year in 1987, as well as the Distinguished Lifetime Achievement Award in 1996; and
WHEREAS, Preceded in death by his loving parents, his brothers, Roy and Virgil, and his sister Mildred Peppeard, Mr. Peacock will be missed by all who knew him; now, therefore, be it
