WHEREAS, A man of strong religious faith, Mr. Hanna was a valued member of Oak Park United Methodist Church, teaching the Gleaners Sunday School class, greeting his fellow parishioners at the door every Sunday, and visiting families in times of illness or grief; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Hanna loved fishing, camping, and golfing, and every winter he made new friends from among the visitors to the Lakefront Lodge campground in Zapata; and
WHEREAS, A devoted father and grandfather and a faithful friend, John Hanna was beloved by all who knew him, and although he is no longer with us, the memory of his kindness and his zest for life will live forever in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the 81st Legislature of the State of Texas hereby pay tribute to the life of John H.
