WHEREAS, When she was 10 years old, Ms. Sampley became a charter member of the Atascocita United Methodist Church, serving as an acolyte at its first worship service; she participated in the congregation's United Methodist Youth Fellowship and in the United Methodist Action Reach-Out Mission by Youth, and was a church camp counselor for more than a dozen years at Lakeview in Palestine; while in college, she was a loyal and valued member of the United Methodist Church Wesley Foundation and served on United Methodist Church Texas Conference committees as a collegiate delegate; and
WHEREAS, Stephanye Sampley helped many children embark on the adventure of education, and in so doing, she had a lasting influence on their lives; although her time on this earth was far too brief, the memory of her engaging smile, her kindness, and the joyfulness of her faith will be forever treasured by all who were fortunate enough to know her; now, therefore, be it
