WHEREAS, Combining his concern for others with a love of cooking, Mr. Currie helped to organize the first Brady/McCulloch County Chamber of Commerce World Championship Goat Cook-Off and served as head cook for the annual event for 25 years; he was also the head cook for his church's annual July Jubilee Barbecue for many years; and
WHEREAS, Held in high regard by other community leaders, Mr. Currie was asked to act as Santa Claus numerous times by the chamber of commerce, the members of his church, and the Brady ISD; in 1986 he was named Citizen of the Year, and in 2000 the chamber of commerce presented him with the organization's Lifetime Achievement Award; in addition, he was the winner of the first Bishop's Exemplar Award from the Southwest Texas Conference of the United Methodist Church; and
WHEREAS, Devoted to his family, his faith, and his community, Gilbert Currie was a generous and warmhearted man who gave of his time and energy to help others, and his kindness and compassion will forever be remembered by those who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Gilbert Currie and extend sincere condolences to the members of his family:  to his wife, Jackie Currie; to his daughters, Sarah Moulden and her husband, Matthew, and Stacy Fisher and her husband, Jordan; to his brothers, J.
