WHEREAS, Our state and nation are fortunate to have courageous men and women whose love of country leads them to military duty, and time can never diminish the profound debt that Americans owe to James Coons for the service he undertook and the sacrifice he rendered; and
WHEREAS, The thoughts and prayers of many go out to the family of this beloved young man; he was a soldier of honor and valor, and those who knew and cherished him will forever carry him close in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
