WHEREAS, Dr. Yankowsky's dedication and commitment to excellence have greatly benefited his fellow Texans, and he may indeed reflect with pride on a career well spent as he prepares to embark on the next exciting chapter of his life; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Dr. William C. Yankowsky on his retirement from the practice of medicine and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued happiness; and, be it further
