WHEREAS, A graduate of The University of Texas at Austin, this esteemed woman married John F. Boyle, Jr., in 1962; the couple subsequently made their home in Dallas, where Ms. Boyle earned her paralegal certification from the Dallas/Fort Worth School of Law and joined her husband's law firm of Boyle and Lowry as an administrator; together, Mr. and Ms. Boyle have raised six children, Fitz, Ben, Matthew, Johnathan, Eileen, and Rebecca, and welcomed eight grandchildren into their cherished family; and
WHEREAS, With her characteristic enthusiasm, energy, and insight, Kitty Boyle has set an example of leadership and service to which all may aspire, and it is a pleasure to honor her myriad efforts in behalf of the greater good; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby commend Kitty Boyle on her exemplary service to the Dallas County Community College District Board of Trustees and extend to her sincere best wishes for continued success and happiness; and, be it further
