WHEREAS, Called to active duty during the Desert Shield and Desert Storm campaigns, Lieutenant Colonel Kelley served with distinction as assistant chief nurse in the 114th EVAC Hospital in Saudi Arabia, where she provided outstanding care to countless soldiers; her devotion to duty earned her the National Defense Service Medal with Service Star, the Army Commendation Medal, the Army Achievement Medal, and the Army Reserve Component Achievement Medal; and
WHEREAS, Outside of her professional responsibilities, Ms. Kelley gave generously of her time and expertise to benefit her community; she led training seminars in CPR for schools and civic organizations and supported numerous Catholic church programs, including the youth choir, the youth drill team, summer Bible school, and prayer groups; in addition, she was an active member of Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, De Amigos de Amigos, Chapter 128 of the Disabled American Veterans, and the Paralyzed Veterans of America; and
WHEREAS, Devoted to her family, friends, church, and country, Elaine Kelley dedicated her life to the service of others; although her life ended far too soon, memories of her courage, perseverance, and integrity will continue to inspire all who knew her; now, therefore, be it
