WHEREAS, Mr. and Mrs. Cole also demonstrate their civic pride by active participation in a number of community organizations; Mr. Cole is a Rotarian, and Mrs. Cole is on the Timber Springs Retirement Center Board and a member of the Dilettante Study Club; and
WHEREAS, Those individuals who step forward to share their time and resources with others are indeed deserving of our profound admiration and gratitude, and it is most appropriate to honor Mr. and Mrs. Cole for their generous support of SFA; now, therefore, be it
