WHEREAS, Representative Walle began his career in public service as a participant in Senator Rodney Ellis's Texas Legislative Internship Program in the office of Houston City Council member Carol Mims Galloway; he went on to serve on the staff of Congresswoman Sheila Jackson Lee before joining the office of Congressman Gene Green; and
WHEREAS, During his notable tenure with Representative Green, Mr. Walle led a number of community initiatives, including an immunization day, instructional workshops on paying for college, and forums addressing senior citizen issues; in addition, he gained a wealth of knowledge and experience in working with the Port of Houston Authority, Federal Emergency Management Agency, U.S. Small Business Administration, and Harris County Flood Control District; and
WHEREAS, Armando Walle took office in January 2009, representing the constituents of House District 140, and he has recently been appointed to the Human Services, Rules and Regulations, and Urban Affairs Committees; he has further served his community as a member of the Aldine-Greenspoint YMCA board of directors, as president of the Ambassadors International Ballet Folklorico, and as chair of the Harris County Tejano Democrats; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, he has been blessed with the loving support of his wife, Debbie, a fellow Aldine native; active members of St. Charles Borromeo Catholic Church in Houston, the couple are celebrating their second wedding anniversary on March 3, 2009; and
WHEREAS, Committed to improving the lives of his fellow Texans, Representative Walle embodies the highest standards of public service, and he has justly garnered the respect and admiration of his neighbors, friends, and colleagues; now, therefore, be it
