WHEREAS, The State Firemen's and Fire Marshals' Association of Texas is working to uphold its mission to promote, unify, represent, and educate the fire service of Texas, and it is a privilege to recognize the brave men and women who help safeguard lives and property in communities all across the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
