WHEREAS, In addition to his work in local government, Mayor Leonhardt has further contributed to his community as a member of the Windcrest Optimist and Lions Clubs, American Legion Post No. 612, and John Calvin Presbyterian Church, where he is an elder; and
WHEREAS, Jack Leonhardt has made use of his considerable abilities to benefit his community, and his achievements in office will continue to be appreciated by his fellow Windcrest citizens far into the future; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby honor Jack Leonhardt for his dedicated service as the mayor of the City of Windcrest and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
