WHEREAS, She was a dedicated math teacher at Forest Hill Elementary School in Amarillo for 26 years beginning in 1960; she also owned and managed her family's farm for many years, and she was an active member of Covenant Fellowship; Mrs. Cook took great pleasure in traveling with her family, and she also enjoyed sports, reading, and gardening; and
WHEREAS, Throughout her life, Mavis Cook was an inspiring model of strength and determination, and she leaves behind a legacy that will forever be treasured by all those who held her dear; now, therefore, be it
