WHEREAS, This notable jurist was a member of the Judicial Section of the State Bar of Texas, chair of the Committee on Uniform Court Rules, charter fellow of the Texas Bar Foundation and the International Academy of Trial Judges, and founding president of the American Law Students Association and the 1st Judicial District Bar Association, of which he was also a life member; and
WHEREAS, Active in his community, Judge Bacon shared his time with the Three Rivers Council of the Boy Scouts of America, the Lion's Club, the American Legion, Veterans of Foreign Wars, and the Newton Independent School District Board; in addition, he was a 68-year member of the Masonic Lodges in Newton and Frankston; and
WHEREAS, Married to his beloved wife of 65 years, Sue Cole Bacon, Judge  Bacon was known for his devotion to his country, the law, and his family, and he leaves a legacy of service and achievements that will continue to benefit Texas for years to come; now, therefore, be it
