WHEREAS, With its strong commitment to education, the League of Women Voters of Dallas is helping to ensure that more Texans become engaged participants in the political process, and Sandy Greyson promises to be a strong and effective leader of this dedicated group; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby honor the League of Women Voters of Dallas and its president-elect, Sandy Greyson, and extend to its members sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
