WHEREAS, Today, the organization continues to flourish with an active membership of 80, and in 2006, it proudly unveiled a new Juan Olivares Lions Center in San Felipe; moreover, the S.F.L.C. has helped form one of the first Boy Scout troops in the region, as well as a Lioness Club, a Leo Club, and other Lions clubs; and
WHEREAS, For the past six decades, the San Felipe Lions Club has remained committed to building a strong community and enriching the lives of area residents, and its members may take justifiable pride in their shared legacy of good works; now, therefore, be it
