WHEREAS, Officer Salter is one of many dedicated police officers who place themselves in harm's way daily to make the world safer for others, and the hard work and skill that he has brought to his profession have earned him the respect and admiration of all who know him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby commend Officer Rick Salter for his brave service and extend to him sincere best wishes for a swift and full recovery; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Officer Salter as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
