RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Damion Jon Hobbs and extend sincere sympathy to the members of his family: to his father, Jon Hobbs; to his mother, Joyce Webb; to the love of his life, Crystal Marin; to his sisters, Janice DeShazer and her husband, Tim, Tammy Hobbs, and Shiela Hobbs; to his grandmother, Ruth Johnson; to his stepsister, Danielle Moon; to his stepbrother, Levi Webb; and to his other relatives and many friends; and, be it further
