WHEREAS, This caring citizen was a founder of the Texas Consumer Association and also shared her time and expertise as vice president of the Texas Coalition of Labor Union Women and as a member of the Democratic National Committee, the Texas Judicial Conduct Commission, and the Texas Commission on the Status of Women; moreover, she participated in the democratic process and strove to benefit workers through her efforts in behalf of local, state, and national political campaigns; she has been supported in her tireless endeavors by her husband, Boyce Breedlove, and her daughter, Debbie; and
WHEREAS, Throughout her professional life, Rosa Walker has set a sterling example of civic engagement, and it is indeed fitting to honor her inspirational role and lasting achievements with a prestigious award bearing her name; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby commend Mrs. Walker for her contributions to the State of Texas and commemorate the Rosa Walker Award for Leadership inaugural event; and, be it further
