WHEREAS, Winning a state championship is the dream of every high school athlete, and this achievement will be a continuing source of pride for the Bishop High powerlifters as well as for their many supporters in the local community; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the Bishop High School powerlifting team on winning the 2009 Texas High School Powerlifting Association Division 3 state championship and extend best wishes to the athletes and coaches for continued success; and, be it further
