Brookshire, Sid Brookshire was born in Honolulu on September 11, 1970; he was a graduate of Willard High School and Southwest Missouri State University, and in 2006, he graduated from the U.S. Army War College; and
WHEREAS, Major Brookshire began his 14-year career in the army as a member of the Missouri Army National Guard; he became a commissioned officer, trained as a ranger at Fort Stewart, and was serving his first deployment in Iraq; and
WHEREAS, Known for his warmth and kindness, Sid Brookshire was devoted to his family, and in his free time, he enjoyed spending time outdoors and riding his motorcycle; and
WHEREAS, Major Brookshire represented this country and its armed forces with courage and honor, and all Americans owe him a profound debt of gratitude that the passage of time can never diminish; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of U.S. Army Major Sid W.
